MORE HOCKNEY TREASURES

T was no doubt a sad coincidence
thata landmark art fair which is
being staged in London should fea-
ture a little-known work by David
Hockney, coming as it does just
weeks after the Bradford artist’s
death.

News of the work featuring in this exhibi-
tion comes after the artist died aged 88 at
his London home on June 11. His demise
has sparked yet more interest in his work
and it will be one of the stars of the fair
to be staged at Royal Hospital Chelsea. It

Harry van der Hoorn, owner and co-
founder of Treasure House Fair, said: “The

Later, a Hockney work called The Only
One With Waves (1991) which he painted
after buying a home in Malibu will be auc-
tioned tomorrow by Phillips in London.
Phillips say it “encapsulates Hockney's en-
gagement with the Southern Californian
coast”.
